                    Mobilization and Participation (CAMP)

What Do We Do?

For more than 5 years that CAMP has been working to raise awareness on Child Right, UNCRC and other issues related to children in order to make a better change for children in Cambodia. Our mission is to promote children and youths’ participation, coordinate children and youth networks, and advocate on Child Right and taking part in CRC monitoring. Respond to these objectives. CAMP is working in a clear direction through the 5 programs below:

1- Children Participation in Making Child Rights a Reality Program: 

The program is including on going capacity buildings and supports good initiatives of children so that we can work together to make a better change of children’s situation in their communities and to protect their best interest. 

- Child Rights dissemination: CAMP had conducted many series of workshops on convention on the rights of the child to children and young people from different background. Until now, CAMP has conducted about seventy two workshops/trainings to disseminate Child Rights to communities where children live.
-   To build up the children’s capacity: CAMP has been working to strengthen children and youth networks’ capacity since 2001 by providing capacity buildings competent of children to disseminate the Child Rights to other children in their communities. CAMP has been implementing many capacity building programs to children, such as United Nation Convention on the Rights of Children, Child Participation, Facilitation skill, Workshop Organizing, Planning, Report Writing, Leadership, Advocacy, Non-domestic Violence, Rape Prevention, Primary Health Care, Peace Building, Monitoring and Evaluation, Communication, Fund Raising, Administration Work, and team work.
- Children’s Clubs: After involved in CAMP projects implementation, Children Club networks gained a lot of experiences and capacities. They are not only competent to conduct Child Rights trainings in their community but also to solve the problems concerning with them. Right now, those children have ability to write proposal through their own initiatives to solve the problems. For instance, since 2004 CAMP has received 5 proposals, made by children’s clubs in different provinces such as:

· Proposal named “Child Right and Domestic Violence” from children’s club in Kampong Speu.

· Proposal named “The Children International Day, first June” and “Awareness Raising on Domestic Violence, Trafficking and Sexual Abuse on Children” from children’s club in Pursat.

· Proposal named “Child labor and Child Sex Tourism Prevention” from children’s club in Siem Reap.

· And proposal named “Educational Development” from children club in Kompong Thom.  

3 proposals were supported by “Child Right and Domestic Violence”, “Awareness Raising on Domestic Violence, Trafficking and Sexual Abuse on Children”, and “Educational Development” in the total the amount of USD 3,605.00 .
2- Child Sponsorship Program:

This is the program that supports children for their education. Both boy and girl will be supported to at least finish grate 12 of high school. Each child needs $30 per month for tuition fee (learning materials, documents, part time-class expense etc.).  


CAMP’s member and former members have been creating a child sponsorship box for saving money to help children who is our network to pay for their educational fee. This initiative has been developed to a program in order to give support to other children who are living in poor family which is having no money to support their education. But this program is still in progress. We are welcome for supporting from other organizations and agents as well as charities. Please contact CAMP for more information.

3- Young Resources Development Program:

The YRD provides young people opportunities not only gain experiences, but also contributes their effort and knowledge to take part in solving the social problems that effect to children. CAMP wishes to empower young resources for the society with the skills training, such as Leadership, Facilitation Skill, Motivation, Decision Making, Conflict Resolution and Negotiation, Communication, Stress Management and Project Management. 

CAMP is a place that has empowered a lot of young resources for society. Until the present, there are 48 youths who are from different backgrounds, different places h working in CAMP for several years and become good young resources, which are easy for them to employ in many other public and private organization, other NGOs and Companies in Cambodia.

4- Information program: 

CAMP produces a variety of publications on the issue of children, children’s voice and other training documents. These publications are part of advocacy, awareness, and protection and prevention materials which targeting government sector, children network and NGOs partners.
