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A promising child namely, Ali Raza belonging to Nooray Wali village is Secretary of Child Rights Club (CRC) represented Pakistan while participating in South Asian Children Forum to End Violence against Children, Rawalpindi. The main topic of discussion of the Forum was physical and psychological violence and early marriages. The participating children were from Sri Lanka, Nepal, Bangladesh, Afghanistan and Bhutan. Ali Raza made aware of the participants about the problems faced by children of Pakistan generally and those belonging to South Punjab particularly, emphasizing on camel racing victims returning toward Rahimyar Khan having abundance of grave problems. Ali Raza, himself has been convicting of camel jockey and is fully aware of the problems faced by the children pertaining to the subject under discussion. He actively participated in the session and stand members of a committee led by six members entitled south children Forum Against physical violence. Ali Raza is an inhabitant of a Katchi Abadi, Nooray wali, which has poverty stricken background. His father is a peddler. Ali Raza left his home after six-month stay due to prevailing poverty and hard up situation. The mother of Ali Raza, despite poverty hit circumstances continued studying circle of her offspring. Now Ali Raza has completed his formal education up to VIII class, besides working on Laborious Jobs, aiming to sustain his education with that of his brothers and sisters.

Launching a rally at the eve of International Literacy Day

A majority of the kids belonging to Shahzad locale is involved in child labor that is working in various places. Shahzad urged on the need of getting education by the working children while sparing one hour duration at attending non formal schools established by organization so that they may be able to become literate. He said no one could make progress in this mechanical life without getting the ornament of education.

Skill is Wealth

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I am Lukho Ram. My parents sent me towards Gulf States for camel racing only because of having lust for money. I was often beaten by my Masool (Camel Racing Headmen). He used to make me awaken till late at night just to serve the horses through provision of fodder. If I failed to do that, he kept on hitting me with blows and toes. I was severely afraid of camel racing with the anxiety to be trodden by the horses if get slipped. After a long time of 5 years trial and trouble, I succeeded to come back to Pakistan. Now I am learning embroidery work with certain perfection. I have now established my embroidery centre, which has paved the way for generation of income to meet financial needs of my family.

Release from the Imprisonment

My name is Gul Hameed. We are three brothers and two sisters, belonging to a poor family. I would like to share with you a mishap, which was encountered with me in the past. Detail speaking, two people were quarrelling with each other two month earlier and the people were trying to make settlement of the dispute. I was missing a lot to my parents. During that time I encountered a dispute with a youngster over there. He inserted an iron bar into my leg, which tore of my flesh of the leg. I was sent to the hospital for treatment purpose. I remained there in careless position, which resulted in chronic decay of my leg. I recovered my wound and was asked if I was interested to go to Pakistan? I agreed. Now I am here in Pakistan but with the defect of permanent limping in my leg. I can not run fast, ever pull on with hard work. 
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
