7. Do you work with child clients? If you do not, are there specific reasons for that?

8. Even if you do not have child clients, are children’s rights and the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child incorporated into your work, and if so, how? If it is not involved in your work, why is that?

9. Are the services that you offer child–friendly? (For instance, is it easy for children to find and navigate your website, are your offices easily accessible for children, can the advice you provide be understood by an unaccompanied child, and can children seek advice without a parent or guardian present?)
