X INTERNATIONAL TRAINING PROGRAM

“TRAINING COURSE ON SEXUAL and REPRODUCTIVE HEALTH of ADOLESCENTS/YOUNG PEOPLE”

Background

Addressing the issues related to sexual and reproductive health (SRH) needs of adolescents/young people and organizing trainings for the professionals working directly with adolescents/young people are priority areas of the International Children’s Center (ICC). Consequently, in collaboration with the United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA), the International Children’s Center is organizing two-week international training on Adolescents/Young People Sexual and Reproductive Health since the year 2001. 

We are pleased to announce the “X International Training Course on Sexual and Reproductive Health of Adolescents/Young People” to be held in Ankara/TURKEY, November 1-12 2010. The course is designed to build the capacity of health professionals and program managers working in ministries, universities, social centers, Non-Governmental Organizations (NGOs) coming from countries of the Eastern Europe, Central Asia and Commonwealth of Independent States. For this year, a total of 20 candidates from these regions 4 participants from Turkey will be accepted.   

Course Learning Objectives: 

· Strengthening the capacity of the participants to utilize and/or acquire information on reproductive and sexual health. 

· Understanding the concept of “adolescent/youth-friendly SRH programs and services.”

· Addressing the gender component of SRH needs and improving strategies to develop gender sensitive programs and services.

· Understanding  adolescent physical and social growth and development

· Sharing experiences in the field of sexual and reproductive health programs and services for adolescents/youth; 

· Identifying knowledge gaps and appropriate interventions to promote reproductive health rights  of adolescents 

· Working towards the identification of SRH priority areas of regional/national/local levels.  

· Developing sound action plans pertaining to SRH with specific focus on these priority areas.

Organizers

International Children’s Center (ICC) in collaboration with the United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA).

Contributing Institutions 

Faculty and lecturers from international organizations (UNFPA, WHO, etc.), universities (Başkent University, Eskişehir Osmangazi University, Hacettepe University, Kırıkkale University) government institutions (The Turkish Ministry of Health, Mother and Child Health/Family Planning General Directorate) and NGOs will assist in delivery of this training course.  

Selection of Participants

Participants will be selected to represent a diverse and interactive group with a range of experience, educational backgrounds and specialties working particularly in the field of sexual and reproductive health of adolescents/young people in the regions of Eastern Europe, Central Asia and the Commonwealth of Independent States. The goal is to enhance dissemination of information and help the efforts in spreading youth-friendly sexual and reproductive health services in the region.

The course is aimed at managers of adolescent/young people sexual and reproductive health programs, service providers, physicians and nurses, midwives as well as social scientists and researchers who are working on adolescent(10-19 years)  and youth (10-24 years) sexual and reproductive health in the field, policy and the decision-making levels. 

A total of twenty applicants will be considered and the preference will be given to applications from the following countries:

Afghanistan, Albania,  Armenia, Azerbaijan, Bosnia Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Georgia, Greece, Italy, Kazakhstan, Kosovo, Kyrgyzstan, Pakistan, Romania, Russia, and Uzbekistan.

Language

The language of lecturers and discussions of this course is in English. Hence, it is important that applicants should have adequate English proficiency. 

Course Venue

The course will be held at the premises of the International Children’s Center, at Bilkent University Main Campus Library Building.  The course will be extended between the period of November 1-12, 2010, every Monday to Friday between 9:00-17:00, with an-hour lunch break from 13:00-14:00. 

Costs

The participants are not expected to pay any course fees. All participation related costs (round-trip plane ticket, travel insurance and accommodation, per-diem for food, visa fee) are covered by the UNFPA and ICC.  Participants cannot be accompanied by family members or relevant.

Visa

Participants are responsible for obtaining all visas necessary for their journey and stay during the training program. The visa should be valid for the whole period of the program and the passport should be valid for three months longer than the entry visa.

Please note that only those who fit the above criteria will be considered. 

Application Procedure

Deadline for applications is July 15, 2010.

Early application is encouraged.

Fill out the application form completely and accurately. A Curriculum Vitae (CV) must be send along with the application.
