RFP: 

1. The International Programme on the Elimination of Child Labour (IPEC) is a technical cooperation programme of the International Labor Office (ILO).  The aim of IPEC is a contribution to the progressive elimination of the worst forms of child labour (WFCL) by strengthening national capacities to address the problem, and its causes, in countries around the world.  ILO’s traditional constituents include the Ministries of Labour, employers’ and workers’ organizations, as well as other concerned ministries and partners in the private and public sectors.  IPEC support is given to partner organizations in selected areas to develop and implement measures which aim at preventing child labour, withdrawing children from hazardous work, providing alternatives and improving the working conditions in non-hazardous and non-exploitative work for older children as a transitional measure towards the elimination of child labour.  

2. In Tanzania, IPEC’s priority areas/sectors for WFCL interventions include the: fishing industry, commercial sexual exploitation of children (CSEC); child domestic labour (CDL); and sectors of agriculture and mining. 

3. In line with project objectives, IPEC is seeking to broaden its partnership base, by inviting eligible National FBOs, CBOs, and NGOs that are interested in applying for an ILO/IPEC collaboration agreement.  To this effect, IPEC invites organizations to participate in a three-part vetting process.

Your organization is eligible to apply for an ILO/IPEC awarded collaboration agreement if able to meet the following criteria: 


a. In Tanzania, your organization is a registered or legally established national non-profit making - a charity, non-governmental organization, voluntary “charitable” organization, or similar – that has been working directly (although not necessarily exclusively) with vulnerable children for a period of at least three years.  For the purposes of this agreement, your organization must demonstrate that it promotes children’s development by advancing the tenets of the Convention on the Rights of the Child (CRC) and is committed to Convention 182 to eliminate the worst forms of child labour and Convention 138, advocating and promoting the minimum age for children to engage in decent work.   Your organization must demonstrate a record of experience in two of the above three commitments by illustrating how it provides services that benefit children, such as through the promotion of education, provision of healthcare and/or nutrition, etc.  

b. Your organization has a constitution, bank account, sound accounting system, independent decision-making power, physical address, and working e-mail address. 

c. Your organization is established, operating, and is recognized by the provincial authority in preferably one or more of the following priority districts:

Temeke; Ilala; Kinondoni; Iringa Rural; Mufindi; Urambo; Kondoa; Arumeru; Simanjiro; Arusha; Ilemela; Micheweni and Zanzibar (Unguja); Kilwa; and/or Lindi 
d. For the purpose of this implementation, your organization has an interest and capacity to work within the framework of IPEC in preferably one or more of the following key priority areas/sectors: 

· Fishing industry

· Commercial sexual exploitation of children (CSEC)

· Child domestic labour (CDL) 

e. You accept that your organization will be assessed as part of the selection process, and that your application is subject to various checks to assure accuracy.

Please note that preference will be given to organizations that are able to articulate and address the crosscutting issues of HIV/AIDS and Gender within their proposed project strategies.
