[Insert Name of Organization] is aware of Your Excellency's commitment to promote and protect the rights of children,  especially since the recent ratification of the Optional Protocol to the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child (UNCRC) and the press statement issued from the presidency pledging to defend children's rights. 

We therefore urge Your Excellency to initiate the enactment of the National Commission on the Rights of Children (NCRC) Bill, establishing an independent and central monitoring body for children's rights.

Such an action will reaffirm the commitment of the Government of Pakistan to the international standards on the Status of National Human Rights Institutions expressed in the Paris Principles and its international obligations under the UNCRC.

In fact, the Committee on the Rights of the child, in its  Concluding Observations to Pakistan in 2009, recommended the establishment 'of an independent monitoring structure with a mandate to regularly evaluate progress in the implementation of the Convention' (paragraphe 17). 


The need for establishing such a body became more important following the Committee's General Comment No.2 of 2002 on the role of independent national human rights institutions in the promotion and protection of the rights of the child.
