Betty Makoni is a remarkable child rights advocate in Zimbabwe. Herself victim of abuse in her childhood, she used her experience to fight against all forms of child abuse and founded in 1998 the Girl Child Network which includes today 155 clubs and offers various training programs including prevention of child abuse to thousands of girls. Known as an outstanding community leader in her country, Betty has so far protected and rehabilitated more than 20'000 girls, victims of rape, early marriages, genital mutilation and other forms of sexual abuse. Naming the Prize after her, honours Betty Makoni’s exceptional commitment to child abuse prevention.
