The report shows that 50% of the "public army", which is an army of pro-governmental tribes, are under 18 3, according to eye-witnesses and fighters in the public army. 

In addition, more than 50% of the 4 pro- Houthis fighters from tribes are under the legal age, according to pro-Huthi tribal fighters who refused to reveal their identities to protect themselves. 

SEYAJ couldn't get hold of information about recruiting children in official army due to the  unavailability of  birth certificates5, as 8 percent of the Yemenis are only documented in the official civil record. In addition,  the ability to counterfeit the age of the children in IDs without having systematic tools of verification makes it hard to identify the number of children involved in the official army.

Yet, the risks that may come along like sexual abuse cannot apply to the children fighting with their tribes because of the social bonds.

In most of the cases, the purpose of getting children involved with both sides is due to tribal,  financial reasons, or other privileges after the war like getting jobs in the military, or enjoying prestigious status in the tribe.

Only 0.7 percent of Sa'dah's children, in total who are analyzed in the report, are able to go to school, which means that 383,332 children are deprived from education.

The main recommendations: 

· Working on stopping all military operations in all fronts, and make sure that the war won't start over as it happened in the previous rounds. 

· Forming impartial committee to investigate into the crimes and the violations happened during the war and impact children. 

· Updating the Yemeni law of children number 45 for 2002 to enforce serious punishment on the act of recruiting or using any children during the war or the armed conflicts of any kind. 

· Encouraging the government and the relief organizations to increase the aid given to the displaced people and manage ways to have better and quick access to reach them. 

· The parties of the conflict must abide to facilitate save roads for the relief convoys to the war-affect people inside and outside the camps. This process will be in line with the relative international legislations. 

· All governmental institutions, local and International organizations should coordinate to intervene in the right time based on clear strategies and plans which ensure not to have duplication or low quality work. 

· More studies should be conducted about the situation of Sa'dah's war-affected children in order to lay out the proper solution in light of the real data. 

· Working on collecting the statistics of victimized civilians particularly children. In addition, getting statistics on the affected the public infrastructure. 

· Finding alternatives to enable the majority of children of getting access to the health and education services. Those sectors are obviously not getting enough attention.
