Twenty Five children representing various schools in Nairobi have been trained on Child Rights and are expected to establish Child Rights Clubs in their respective schools. The training organized by KAACR was conducted at PCEA Guest House, Nairobi on 13-15 September, 2006.
 
The children are also expected to use the knowledge to sensitize other children in the communities they come from. They pledged to also let their parents understand that they had rights such as the right to be heard to effectively participate in decision making at home.

Funds for GJLOS Programme Intact.
 
Rumors that there are no funds to support networks established under the GJLOS structures have been dismissed. Donor Consultants working with CSOs on the GJLOS framework confirmed that there was money and would only be released if proper structures were in place.
 
CSOs have been asked to work quickly and finalize the facility support structures so that the money can be released. The assurance was made at a one day workshop for CSOs, held on 19th September, 2006 in Nairobi.
 
Networks seeking support must have outreach outside Nairobi, be issue   focused and must have existing organizational structures. Participants at the workshop, called for establishment of additional eligible networks and more slots at the Technical Support Committee. Currently, there are 33 slots, 6 for NGOs and 1 for the private sector.

Children Agency calls for Protection of Child Immigrants
 
Save the Children Canada has called for the protection of children migrants. It says children who migrate alone are extremely vulnerable to physical, sexual and labour exploitation. It is estimated that globally unaccompanied children make up to 4 percent of the total number of asylum seekers. This figure excludes those who have migrated undetected, either alone or by organized criminal gangs.
 
Children Migrants put themselves at the risk of labour exploitation, prostitution and getting inadequate health care. Save the Children appeals to governments to address poverty and education in areas from where children migrate, as well as ensuring that children have access to appropriate care in destination countries.
 
There is also an urgent need for appropriate and sensitive treatment of children when they are caught and repatriated. Save the Children calls for proper systems to be put in place to return children safely to their families and communities instead of being dumped on the boarder and left to fend for themselves.
