Coast Children Present Memorandum to Government
 
Children from the Coast Region have asked the government to reconsider its stand on their rights, through a memorandum they presented to an assistant Minister in the office of the Vice President and Home Affairs Hon. Samuel Muoroto, last month. They made their presentation at a three day forum held on 22 - 24 August, 2006 at the Jumuiya Conference and Resort Centre, Kanamai, Mombasa, which was attended by 200 children.
 
The memorandum demands that the government improves the country's economy to discourage discrimination; Poor children are denied participation in all sectors of society.
 
They have asked the government to establish housing schemes and provide other basic needs for orphans like having feeding programmes in schools and educating parents on the dangers of encouraging early marriage. 
 
The government was asked to employ more teachers to cope with the high enrollment in schools and only trained teachers should be allowed in class among other child right issues.
 
Children agencies present at the forum included World Vision Kenya, Actionaid International Kenya, Teens Watch, Kenya Girl Guides Association, the Catholic Secretariat, the Children's Department and KAACR among others.
 
Kenya's Report on UNCRC to be Reviewed Next Month
 
A pre-Sessional working group of the 44th session of the committee on the Rights of the Child will be held in Geneva, Switzerland on 3-4 October, 2006. Preparations are underway for a Kenyan Delegation which for the first time includes children representatives. Kenya's second periodic report on implementation of the UNCRC will be reviewed during the Session.
 
Kenya submitted the 2nd UNCRC periodic state report in 2005. Later, NGOs through the NGO CRC Committee prepared a complementary report. It is this reports which form the basis of the discussions. The main session is expected in January 2007.

Nairobi Hosts 3rd Global Youth Employment Summit
 
Kenya will this week host the Global Youth Employment Summit. The Summit, Yes Kenya 2006, will be held at the Kenyatta International Conference Centre 13-16 September 2006. It is a youth-led response to the enormous global challenges of youth unemployment.
 
The decade-long Yes Campaign was launched in 2002 in Alexandria, Egypt under the co-chair of President Bill Clinton and the Egyptian first Lady, Mrs. Suzanne Mubarak. 1600 delegates (1000 youth) from 120 countries participated in the launch. 
 
The campaign was launched with the goal to work on youth employment issues as one of the most compelling problems the world was facing. In 2003 in Hyderabad, India, the Campaign identified sectors for employment. They included, Renewable Energy, Water and Sanitation, Information and Communications Technology (ICT), Rural Development and HIV/AIDS. 
 
In Mexico, 2004, the Yes campaign showcased the work of its over 70 Country Networks which included agencies, NGOs and governments. This year, the Kenya government hosts the summit inline with its commitment to create employment for the youth.
 
Partners Trained on ILO-IPEC Programme Management
 
The International Programme on Elimination of Child Labour (IPEC) has appealed to its partners to network more to streamline coordination of its action programmes. The appeal came up as a way forward during a training workshop held in Nanyuki on 3-7 September, 2006.
 
The main objectives of the workshop was to discuss and understand the roles, responsibilities and obligations of each partner as per ILO/IPEC action programme support agreement and project cycle management.
 
The workshop attended by 30 participants adopted a standardized collection format for field use by all implementing partners and shared ILO-IPEC framework for implementing partners collaboration and support in the implementation of action programmes.
