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1. National Action Briefings: 

There are links to briefing documents (in word format) on the Secretary-General’s study on violence against children in English, Spanish and French. These “action briefings” were produced by the NGO Advisory Panel for the study specifically for national-level NGOs. The briefings: 

- Provide details of the history, aims and scope of the Study; 

- Highlight the importance of national action; 

- Identify first steps to be taken by NGOs and other elements of civil society to make the most of this Study at national level; 

- List possible national activities; 

- Provide contact details for the study secretariat, NGO contacts, and the regional focal points for regional consultations to be held in 2005.
